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Angles of Reflection Lab

Objective: 

To learn how mirrors reflect light
Materials:

1. 4 x 6 inch Mirror

2. Masking Tape

3. Paper
Procedures:

1. With a friend find an open space and tape the mirror to the wall and cover it with paper.

2. You and your friend should try to guess where you both need to stand to see each other's reflection on the mirror. When you both agree on the places, mark them on the floor with 6-inch pieces of masking tape.

3. Remove the paper from the mirror. Stand at your chosen place to determine if you can see each other in the mirror.

4. If you can't see each other, try different places until you can. Mark the places that work with the 6-inch pieces of masking tape.
