Camouflage Survival Activity Guidelines
Purpose: 

The purpose of this activity is to help the students understand benefits of camouflage. Green circles will be harder to find because green blends in better with the environment. 
Materials:
· Green paper (1 inch radius) with circles printed on it and red paper (1 inches radius) with a circle printed on it (paper with circles is at the last page)
· Writing utensils (pencil, pen, or marker)
· Scissors 
· Scratch paper 
Procedures:
· Pass out green paper to ½ of the class and the red paper to ½ of the class, make sure to make a lot of extra green and red circles (the extra circles will be used later and the extra will be given to the teacher to hold)
· Ask all students to cut all the circles. Also tell them to write their names on the back of the circles
· When finished, pick an outdoor area with a lot of greens
· Tell all students to hide their circles somewhere, but also mention that they cannot tell anybody else where they hid their circles
· On a board, the teacher will write the total circles there are for each green and red circles (do not combine the total of green and red together) 
· When all the students are finished hiding ask them to find as many circles as they can in a 30 seconds; however, they cannot choose their own circles, if they do you will know (they wrote their names on the back of the circle) 
· When two minutes is up, the teacher will record the total amount of green circles found and red circles found
· Whatever amount is still at the outdoor area, add ½ of the amount to the green circles and add 1/4 of the amount to the red circles. For instance, if there is 36 greens that have not been found hide 18 more green circles. 
· Repeat the above process again until there is no more red circles. 
· Look at how many rounds it took to finish this activity
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
