Erosion Prevention Vocab List
Erosion – the weakening of the structure of the soil causing it to be easily carried away by things like water and wind
Clay- the finest particles of soil
Slit- the second finest particles of soil
Sand- the least fine particles of soil
Loam- the combination of clay, slit and sand, considered to be the perfect soil to grow plants in
Runoff- water that runs too quickly to be absorbed into the ground
Weathering- the process of breaking down rocks on the Earth’s surface into smaller particles
Shelterbelt- growing taller plants around soil to decrease wind speed, therefore decreasing wind erosion
Mulching- applying organic material to the ground and hillsides to form a temporary protective soil cover. Mulching helps maintain soil integrity and aid in seedling emergence.
“Dust Bowl”-was an area in the prairies of the west-central United States, where drought conditions and plowing in the 1930’s caused a severe loss of topsoil.
