8. Students should indicate that the speed of the atom molecules is determined by the 

amount of space they have to move in. Molecules move slower in solids than they do in liquids. That’s because atoms in solids are tightly packed and there is less space to move around freely. 

9. Diffusion is the movement of particles from a higher concentration to a lower 

concentration. 

10. Students should argue that smoke filling up a room is diffusion because the smoke 

particles are moving from an area of high concentration (the area where the smoke is coming from) to low concentration (the areas of the room the smoke is moving towards).
