Glacier Lab Teacher Copy
Materials:
· water
· sand table
· small trash can (smooth inside)
Directions:
1. There will be a large block of ice created by freezing water in a trashcan and it will act as our “glacier”.
2. The glacier will be placed in the sand table. 
3. The glacier will be scrapped across the sand, observe what this does to the sand. 
4. Make some predictions about what will happen as the glacier melts.
5. Periodically check on the glacier. 
Predictions:
Students should have two to three sentences detailing what they think will happen, their answer should show thought and application of learned concepts.

Teacher Notes:

Keep an eye open for rivers, lakes, and smaller glaciers.
Try placing small rocks and gravel in the glacier before freezing it.
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
