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Know About Snow?

We love to roll in it, catch it on our tongues, play with it, throw it, sled in it, make pretend ice cream out of it, and just look at it. It is white. It is very cold. It is super fun. What is it? SNOW! 
Did you know? Every snowflake that ever fell from the sky is different from every other one. The shape of a snow crystal depends on how cold the weather is, how much water is in the air, and how hard the wind is blowing. Snowflakes can look like many things, but most often they look like six-pointed stars. The shape of the crystals determine if the snowflakes make powder-which is great for sledding- or if it will make the heavy snow perfect for snowman building.

The next time you are in snow, let a few flakes fall onto something that is dark colored, and use a small magnifying lens to look at them!
