	Pre-assessment: 
1. Students draw pictures in their Astronomy Lab Notebook of the sun, moon, star and earth. 
2. Write everything down everything they know about space and sky in 10 min. Have a discussion and compile a list of all the questions they have
3. Read “My Shadow” to the students and answer questions in class.
	1. Each student will take one question from the compiled list and find the answer to it. They can ask parents, Google it, or look it up in a book. 

	For the list of questions, ask students to write down what about space, sun, sky, etc. They have always been curious about.



	2
	1. Go over slides 2-4 in the PowerPoint Presentation (Intro to the Sun & Shadows)
2. Take students outside and do the “Tracing Your Shadow” activity.

	1. Answer the “Tracing Your Shadow” activity questions if students did not finish in class.
	Make sure during the activity that the students stay in the same place while creating shadows. 

	3
	1. Go over slides 5-6 in the PowerPoint Presentation (Heat and Light)
2. Complete the “Invisible Energy in Light” activity. 
3. Give students Quiz
	1. Answer the “Invisible Energy in Light” activity questions if students did not finish in class. 
	Ask students about some sources of heat and light that they see in everyday life while presenting the PowerPoint. Go over answers to the quiz if there is time

	1. Provide paper plates for students to draw a line down the middle and draw what they think day and night look like. 
	1. Students can create a double bubble map to show the differences and similarities between day and night.
	Tell the students to focus on the sun and moon.  For “Moon Journal”, use a small composition notebook to give to students.


	5
	1. Begin the Oreo Cookie Moon Phases. Have each pair or group of students use 4 Oreo cookies to create the phases of the moon. Have them complete the worksheet along with it.
	1. Students will draw the phases of the moon they see that night.
	You can use a spoon or toothpick to carve the frosting into the shape of the moon. 

	6
	1. Discuss why the sun comes up in the daytime and goes down at night. 
	1. Students will draw a thinking map for daytime and a thinking map for nighttime. They can write what they’re able to do during those different times of day.
	If there is time, have students present their thinking maps to either their seat partner or their table group.

	For the PowerPoint, elaborate and explain how seasons are created. Use a globe and lamp to model it so the students understand.

	1. Have students present their drawings. Show the students the “Seasons” video. Review over materials that will be on the quiz.
	1. Answer questions for the video. Study for quiz. 
	While watching the video, be sure to pause and explain so that students will understand for the quiz. 

	9
	1. Take quiz. Read the story “The Legend of the Seasons”
	1. Answer questions for the story. 
	Explain why the story relates with the course.
