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move, the seeds need to be scattered, or spread around the ground. Wind is one way seeds travel. When a breeze comes by, a dandelion’s seeds are picked up and blown away. 
These little seeds can be blown and you can make a wish!
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Coconuts are tasty! Did you know that they are seeds? Coconuts are huge seeds that float in water. This is how they travel from island to island. A coconut does not sink because it is hollow, allowing it to move across the ocean to different islands and grow there. Water is a great way for seeds to travel!
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Seeds are also scatter by animals. They attach their seed to the animal’s fur and gets a free ride. Also animals like bees or hummingbirds pollinate, take the pollen from flowers and spread the seeds. Allowing for more flowers to grow![image: image6.png]<
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
