Simple Machines Answer Sheet




1) Inclined Planes are slanting surfaces that connect lower level to a high level. There are inclined planes everywhere in our world. Driveways, ramps, temples, pyramids 


2) A Lever is a stiff bar that rests on a support called a fulcrum, which lifts or moves loads. Levers are useful because they can be used to move heavy objects from a distance
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3) A pulley is a simple machine that uses grooved wheels and a rope to rise, lower or move a load. Pulleys are important because they can lift heavy objects. Examples of everyday pulleys are wells and elevators.
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4) A screw is an inclined plane wrapped around a pole, which holds things together, or life materials. Screws are important because many construction objects require screws to be built.
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5) A wheel with a rod, called an axle, through its center lifts or moves loads. Wheel and axle is important because we use it often in our everyday lives. For example, bikes, Ferris wheels, pencil sharpeners all function through the use of circular motion.
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6) A wedge is an object with at least one slanting side ending in a sharp edge, which cuts material apart. A wedge is important because they are used to lift, tighten, spread, or even break objects. For example, car mechanics use wedges to get under cars and fix components.
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
