Teacher Key:
Pre-lab questions: 
1. Solar cells are found on calculators and houses. Solar cells convert the solar energy to electricity to be used. I found that in dark rooms, the calculator has a hard time functioning. I also found that houses that are located in areas that do not receive sunlight year-round, can not depend on solar cells to provide energy. 
2. Solar energy could reduce the need for fossil fuels to create energy. Burning fossil fuels depletes the ozone layer and lessens the quality of the atmosphere and if we relied on solar energy, we would not be forced to release harmful emissions into the air. 
Conclusion questions: 
1. The bug moved much faster and was more active when the light was on. 
2. The amount of light that hits the PV cell, is comparable to the amount of energy the bug receives and converts to kinetic energy. 
3. The bug stopped moving. When the curtains were closed, there was no form of light energy that could stimulate the bug’s PV cells. 
4. The energy comes from the light source, in this case the lamp. It was converted in the PV cell.
