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Tornado in a Bottle Activity
MATERIALS: 

· Two 2-liter clear plastic bottles (empty and clean)

· Water

· duct tape

PROCEDURE:
· Fill one of the bottles until a little more than half of it is full of water.

· Use duct tape to connect the two bottles by the necks. Make sure to tape it really tight! If you need help, ask your teacher.

· Turn the bottles so that the bottle with the water is on top. Swirl the bottle in a circle--your teacher will show you. If you do it right, you should see a tornado in the water!

PURPOSE:
The way you move the bottle forms a mini-tornado and is a easy way to see how tornadoes work!
