Week 1 Activity:

This week’s activity is called Adapt Accordingly   

Materials:
Teachers need to provide:
1. Towel 

2. One pair of goggles

3. Bottle of water 

(Location should be in a classroom or in an area with many objects or supplies) 

Objective: 


Students will have to imagine three typical scenarios. They will have to understand that climate affects animals’ adaptation techniques and attributes. Climate and environment are two major factors in determining an animal’s characteristics, physical attributes, and chances of survival. This activity will apply their reasoning and logical knowledge of suitable solutions.  

Activity Procedures: 

1. Place the towel, the goggles and bottle of water in random locations in the room. The locations of the items should be conspicuous enough for students to easily see and grab. 

2. Ask students to gather around and listen to instructions.

3. Tell the students that they will be tasked with finding an item or object anywhere around the room that they believe will best help them survive in the given environment.

4. Say that on the count of three, they have 1 minute to find their item that will assist their survival.

5. Announce the first scenario: the students will be in the middle of a snowstorm.  

6. After students have gathered their items, tell them to complete the worksheet that asks them to list their item of choosing and the reasoning behind it.

7. Announce the second scenario. 

8. Announce the third scenario. 

9. Ask students what items they chose, and ask them why they chose them. 

10. Reveal that there were ideal items placed in the room ahead of time and explain why some items would or would not be suitable for their given scenarios.
