Clean Water Act: make all waters fishable and swimmable and, ultimately, to eliminate discharge of pollutants into surface waters
Dams: a barrier constructed to hold back water and raise its level, the resulting reservoir being used in the generation of electricity or as a water supply
Pollution: the presence in or introduction into the environment of a substance or thing that has harmful or poisonous effects
Endangered Species Act: an Act to provide for the conservation of endangered and threatened species of fish, wildlife, and plants, and for other purposes
Habitat Destruction: the process in which natural habitat is rendered functionally unable to support the species present
Depletion: reduction in the number or quantity of something
Extinction: the state or process of a species, family, or larger group being or becoming extinct
